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4. Report on the fund performance during the period  
 

The Saudi market index ended the year 2023 with an increase of about 1,489 points, equivalent 
to 14%, closing at 11,967 points, compared to its closing at the end of 2022 at 10,478 points. 
The year 2023 witnessed many events that affected the Saudi stock market, most notably the 
following: 
 
- Uncertainty prevailed in the global economy during the first quarter amid the crises that the 

global banking system suffered coinciding with the stumble of Silicon Valley Bank, and Credit 
Suisse crisis. 

- Raising the rate of reverse repo from 450 basis points to 550 basis points, and raising the 
rate of repo from 500 basis points to 600 basis points, over 4 times. 

- The Federal Reserve fixed interest rates during 3 meetings and expected to cut them 3 times 
in 2024. 

- The start of implementing new system that includes allowing the split of company shares, as 
42 companies split their shares. 

- The Saudi Tadawul Company announced the completion of the implementation of six new 
improvements, which included canceling regular trades in the main market, changing the 
mechanism for calculating the closing price for debt instruments and exchange-traded funds 
by calculating the average price, canceling orders when the connection is interrupted, the 
quote request service for negotiated trades, and the client execution copy service. In 
addition to a number of structural improvements aimed at developing the debt instruments 
market. 

- During the year 2023, Tadawul Saudi Arabia launched its latest products in financial 
derivatives, which are options contracts for single stocks. 

- Oil prices during 2023 ranged between $70 and $97 per barrel. 
- The Kingdom decided to extend its voluntary oil reduction of 500,000 barrels per day until 

the end of December 2024, in coordination with some countries participating in the OPEC 
Plus agreement, in addition to extending the voluntary reduction of one million barrels per 
day, which began in July 2023, until the end of the first quarter of the year. 2024. 

- The Saudi Ministry of Finance announced the general budget for the year 2024, where 
expenditures were estimated at 1,251 billion riyals and revenues at 1,172 billion riyals, 
meaning an expected deficit of around 79 billion riyals. 

 
In terms of sectors, all market sectors recorded increases during 2023, with the exception of the 
real estate traded funds sector, which decreased by 8%. The sectors that rose the most during 
2023 were applications and technology services sector, with an increase of 91%, capital goods 
sector by 90%, pharmaceuticals by 69%, commercial and professional services by 62%, and 
insurance by 59%. 
 
During 2023, the fund achieved a positive return of 44.06%, outperforming its benchmark, 
which achieved a positive return of 15.95%.

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1. INCORPORATION AND ACTIVITIES 

 

SAB Invest Saudi Equity Fund (the "Fund”) is an investment fund established through an agreement between SAB 

Invest (the “Fund Manager”) and the investors (the “Unitholders”). The address of the Fund Manager is as follows:

The objective of the Fund is to achieve long term capital appreciation, through investing in Saudi equities. 

 

SAB Invest Operations were appointed as Operator – Administrator of the fund in which AMO has appointed a Sub-

Admin. 

 

The Fund is managed by the Fund Manager. Albilad Capital is the custodian of the Fund. All income is reinvested in 

the Fund and is reflected in the unit price. 

 

2. REGULATING AUTHORITY 

 

The Fund is governed by the Investment Fund Regulations (the “Regulations”) detailing requirements for all 

investments funds operating within the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and published by the Capital Market Authority (the 

“CMA”) on 3 Dhul Hijja 1427H (corresponding to 24 December 2006). The Regulations were further Amended by 

Resolution of the Board of the Capital Market Authority Number 2-22-2021 Dated 12 Rajab1442H. Corresponding 

to 24 February 2021G (the “Amended Regulations”). The amended regulations are effective from 19 Ramadan 1442, 

corresponding to 1 May 2021). 

 

3.           BASIS OF PREPARATION AND MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

 

3.1 Statement of compliance 

 

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards 

(“IFRS”) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”), as endorsed in the Kingdom of Saudi 

Arabia and other standards and pronouncements issued by the Saudi Organization for Chartered and Professional 

Accountants (“SOCPA”) (collectively referred to as “IFRS as endorsed in the KSA”) and applicable provisions of 

Investment Fund Regulations issued by the board of Capital Market Authority and the funds terms and conditions and 

information memorandum. 

 

3.2  Basis of preparation 

 

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, using the accrual basis of accounting 

except for investments held at FVTPL that are measured at fair value. These financial statements are presented in Saudi 

Arabian Riyals (“SR”), which is the Fund’s functional currency. All financial information presented has been rounded 

to the nearest SR. 

 

3.3 Material accounting policies  

 

The material accounting policies adopted in the preparation of these financial statements are consistent with those 

followed in the preparation of the Fund’s annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2022, except 

for the adoption of new standards effective as of 1 January 2023. The Fund has not early adopted any standard, 

interpretation or amendment that has been issued but not yet effective.

3.3 Material accounting policies (continued)  

 

The following are the material accounting policies applied by the Fund in preparing its financial statements. 

 

Cash and cash equivalents 

Cash and cash equivalents in the statement of financial position comprise cash on hand and short-term deposits in banks 

that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value, 

with original maturities of three months or less. 

 

Short-term investments that are not held for the purpose of meeting short-term cash commitments and restricted margin 

accounts are not considered as “cash and cash equivalents”. 

 

For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents includes bank balances held with bank and the 

custodian. 

 

 

Financial instruments 

 

(i)    Classification 

 

In accordance with IFRS 9, the Fund classifies its financial assets at initial recognition as amortised cost, fair value 

through other comprehensive income (“FVOCI”) or fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL”). 

 

Financial assets at amortised cost 

 

A financial asset is measured at amortised cost if it meets both of the following conditions and is not designated as 

at FVTPL: 

 

• the asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets to collect contractual cash flows; 

and 

• the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely 

payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. 

 

Financial assets measured at amortised cost are initially measured at fair value plus incremental direct transaction 

costs, and subsequently at their amortised cost using the effective interest method. 

 

Financial assets at FVOCI 

Debt Instruments 

A debt instrument is measured at FVOCI only if it meets both of the following conditions and is not designated as 

at FVTPL: 

 

• the asset is held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash 

flows and selling financial assets; and  

• the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely 

payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. 

 

FVOCI debt instruments are subsequently measured at fair value with gains and losses arising due to changes in fair 

value recognised in OCI. Interest income and foreign exchange gains and losses are recognised in statement of 

comprehensive income. 

 

Equity instruments 

 

On initial recognition, for an equity investment that is not held for trading, the Fund may irrevocably elect to 

present subsequent changes in fair value in OCI. This election is made on an investment-by-investment basis.

Financial assets at FVTPL 

 

All other financial assets are classified as measured at FVTPL. 

 

In addition, on initial recognition, the Fund may irrevocably designate a financial asset that otherwise meets the 

requirements to be measured at amortised cost or at FVOCI as at FVTPL if doing so eliminates or significantly 

reduces an accounting mismatch that would otherwise arise. 

 

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their initial recognition, except in the period after the Fund 

changes its business model for managing financial assets. 

 

(ii)    Business model assessment 

 

The Fund makes an assessment of the objective of a business model in which an asset is held at a portfolio level 

because this best reflects the way the business is managed, and information is provided to management. The 

information considered includes: 

 

• the stated policies and objectives for the portfolio and the operation of those policies in practice. In particular, 

whether management's strategy focuses on earning contractual interest revenue, maintaining a particular 

interest rate profile, matching the duration of the financial assets to the duration of the liabilities that are 

funding those assets or realizing cash flows through the sale of the assets.  

• how the performance of the portfolio is evaluated and reported to the Fund's management. 

• the risks that affect the performance of the business model (and the financial assets held within that business 

model) and how those risks are managed. 

• how managers of the business are compensated- e.g., whether compensation is based on the fair value of the 

assets managed or the contractual cash flows collected; and 

• the frequency, volume and timing of sales in prior periods, the reasons for such sales and its expectations 

about future sales activity. However, information about sales activity is not considered in isolation, but as 

part of an overall assessment of how the Fund's stated objective for managing the financial assets is achieved 

and how cash flows are realised. 

 

The business model assessment is based on reasonably expected scenarios without taking 'worst case' or 'stress case’ 

scenarios into account. If cash flows after initial recognition are realised in a way that is different from the Fund's 

original expectations, the Fund does not change the classification of the remaining financial assets held in that 

business model but incorporates such information when assessing newly originated or newly purchased financial 

assets going forward. 

 

Financial assets that are held for trading and whose performance is evaluated on a fair value basis are measured at 

FVTPL because they are neither held to collect contractual cash flows nor held both to collect contractual cash flows 

and to sell financial asset. 

 

(iii) Assessment of whether contractual cash flows are solely payments of principal and interest  

 

For the purposes of this assessment, 'principal' is the fair value of the financial asset on initial recognition. 'Interest' 

is the consideration for the time value of money, the credit and other basic lending risk associated with the principal 

amount outstanding during a particular period and other basic lending costs (e.g. liquidity risk and administrative 

costs), along with profit margin.  

 

In assessing whether the contractual cash flows are solely payments of principal and interest, the Fund considers the 

contractual terms of the instrument. This includes assessing whether the financial asset contains a contractual term 

that could change the timing or amount of contractual cash flows such that it would not meet this condition. In making 

the assessment, the Fund considers:

• contingent events that would change the amount and timing of cash flows;  

• leverage features;  

• prepayment and extension terms;  

• terms that limit the Fund's claim to cash flows from specified assets (e.g. non-recourse asset arrangements); 

and features that modify consideration of the time value of money- e.g. periodical reset of interest rates. 

 

(iv) Classification of financial liabilities  

 

Upon initial recognition, the Fund classifies its financial liabilities, as measured at amortised cost or as at fair value 

through profit or loss.  

 

Financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, unless they are required to be measured at fair value through 

profit or loss or an entity has opted to measure a liability at fair value through profit or loss as per the requirements 

of IFRS 9. 

 

All the financial liabilities of the Fund are currently carried at amortised cost. 

 

(v) Derecognition of financial instruments 

 

Financial assets 

The Fund derecognises a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expire, 

or it transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which substantially all of the risks 

and rewards of ownership of the financial asset are transferred or in which the Fund neither transfers nor retains 

substantially all of the risks and rewards of ownership and it does not retain control of the financial asset.  

 

On derecognition of a financial asset, the difference between the carrying amount of the asset (or the carrying amount 

allocated to the portion of the asset derecognised) and the sum of (i) the consideration received (including any new 

asset obtained less any new liability assumed) and (ii) any cumulative gain or loss that had been recognised in OCI is 

recognised in statement of comprehensive income. 

 

Any cumulative gain/loss recognised in OCI in respect of equity investments designated as at FVOCI is not recognised 

in statement of comprehensive income on derecognition of such securities. Any interest in transferred financial assets 

that qualify for derecognition that is created or retained by the Fund is recognised as a separate asset or liability. 

 

In transactions in which the Fund neither retains nor transfers substantially all of the risks and rewards of ownership 

of a financial asset and it retains control over the asset, the Fund continues to recognise the asset to the extent of its 

continuing involvement, determined by the extent to which it is exposed to changes in the value of the transferred 

asset. 

 

Financial liabilities 

The Fund derecognises a financial liability when its contractual obligations are discharged or cancelled or expired. 

 

(vi) Offsetting of financial instruments 

 

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset, and the net amount is reported in the statement of financial position 

if, and only if, there is a currently enforceable legal right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an intention to 

settle on a net basis, or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously. This is generally not the case with 

master netting agreements unless one party to the agreement defaults and the related assets and liabilities are presented 

gross in the statement of financial position.

(vii) Impairment of financial assets 

 

The Fund assesses on a forward-looking basis the Expected Credit Losses (“ECL”) associated with its financial assets, 

carried at amortised cost, the ECL is based on a 12-month ECL and lifetime ECL. The 12-month ECL is the portion 

of lifetime the ECLs that result from default events on a financial instrument that are possible within 12 months after 

the reporting date. However, when there has been a significant increase in credit risk since origination, the allowance 

will be based on the lifetime ECL. 

 

Fair value measurement 

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between 

market participants at the measurement date. The fair value measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction 

to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either: 

• In the principal market for the asset or liability, or 

• In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability 

 

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market participants would use when pricing 

the asset or liability, assuming that market participants act in their economic best interest. 

 

The Fund uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are available 

to measure fair value, maximizing the use of relevant observable inputs and minimizing the use of unobservable inputs.  

 

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements are categorised within 

the fair value hierarchy. This is described, as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value 

measurement as a whole: 

• Level 1 - Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities 

• Level 2 - Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement 

is directly or indirectly observable 

• Level 3 - Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement 

is unobservable. 

 

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in financial statements at fair value on a recurring basis, the Fund determines 

whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorization (based on the lowest level 

input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each year. The Fund determines the 

policies and procedures for both recurring fair value measurement, and for non-recurring measurement. 

 

At each reporting date, the Fund analyses the movements in the values of assets and liabilities which are required to be 

re-measured or re-assessed as per the Fund’s accounting policies. The Fund also compares the change in the fair value 

of each asset and liability with relevant external sources to determine whether the change is reasonable 

 

For the purpose of fair value disclosures, the Fund has determined classes of assets and liabilities on the basis of the 

nature, characteristics and risks of the asset or liability and the level of the fair value hierarchy, as explained above.

Trade date accounting  

All regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised / derecognised on the trade date (i.e. the date that 

the Fund commits to purchase or sell the assets). Regular way purchases or sales are purchases or sales of financial assets 

that require settlement of assets within the time frame generally established by regulation or convention in the market 

place. 

 

Provisions 

Provisions are recognised when the Fund has an obligation (legal or constructive) arising from a past event, and the 

costs to settle the obligation are both probable and can be measured reliably. If the effect of the time value of money 

is material, provisions are discounted using a current pretax rate that reflects, where appropriate, the risk specific to 

the liability. When discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as finance 

costs. 

 

When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are expected to be recovered from a third 

party, a receivable is recognised as an asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursement will be received and the amount 

of the receivable can be measured. 

 

Accrued expenses  

Liabilities are recognised for amounts to be paid in the future for services received, whether billed by the suppliers or 

not. These are initially recognised at fair value and subsequently at amortised cost using the effective interest rate 

method. 

 

Redeemable units 

Redeemable units are classified as equity instruments when: 

• The redeemable units entitle the Unitholder to a pro rata share of the Fund’s net assets in the event of the Fund’s 

liquidation  

• The redeemable units are in the class of instruments that is subordinate to all other classes of instruments  

• All redeemable units in the class of instruments that is subordinate to all other classes of instruments have 

identical features  

• The redeemable units do not include any contractual obligation to deliver cash or another financial asset other 

than the Unitholder’s rights to a pro rata share of the Fund’s net assets  

• The total expected cash flows attributable to the redeemable units over the life of the instrument are based 

substantially on the profit or loss, the change in the recognised net assets or the change in the fair value of the 

recognised and unrecognised net assets of the Fund over the life of the instrument  

In addition to the redeemable shares having all of the above features, the Fund must have no other financial instrument 

or contract that has: 

• Total cash flows based substantially on the profit or loss, the change in the recognised net assets or the change 

in the fair value of the recognised and unrecognised net assets of the Fund  

• The effect of substantially restricting or fixing the residual return to the redeemable shareholders   

 

The Fund continuously assesses the classification of the redeemable units. If the redeemable units cease to have all 

the features, or meet all the conditions set out, to be classified as equity, the Fund will reclassify them as financial 

liabilities and measure them at fair value at the date of reclassification, with any differences from the previous 

carrying amount recognised in net assets attributable to the Unitholders. If the redeemable units subsequently have 

all the features and meet the conditions to be classified as equity, the Fund will reclassify them as equity instruments 

and measure them at the carrying amount of the liabilities at the date of the reclassification. 

 

The issuance, acquisition and cancellation of redeemable units are accounted for as equity transactions.  

 

No gain or loss is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income on the purchase, issuance or cancellation of 

the Fund’s own equity instruments.

Net assets value per unit 

The net asset value per unit as disclosed in the statement of financial position is calculated by dividing the net assets 

of the Fund by the number of units outstanding at year end. 

 

Management fees 

Fund management fees are recognised on an accrual basis and charged to the statement of comprehensive income. 

Fund management fees are charged at agreed rates with the Fund Manager and as stated in the Terms and Conditions 

of the Fund. 

 

Net gain or loss on financial assets and liabilities at FVTPL 

Net gains or losses on financial assets and liabilities at FVTPL are changes in the fair value of financial assets and 

liabilities classified or designated upon initial recognition as at FVTPL and exclude commission and dividend income 

and expenses.  

 

Unrealised gains and losses comprise changes in the fair value of financial instruments for the year and from reversal 

of the prior year’s unrealised gains and losses for financial instruments, which were realised in the reporting year. 

Realised gains and losses on disposals of financial instruments classified as at FVTPL are calculated using the 

weighted average cost method. They represent the difference between an instrument’s initial carrying amount and 

disposal amount, or cash payments or receipts made on derivative contracts (excluding payments or receipts on 

collateral margin accounts for such instruments). 

 

Dividend income 

Dividend income is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income on the date on which the right to receive 

the payment for dividend is established. For quoted equity securities, this is usually the ex-dividend date. For unquoted 

equity securities, this is usually the date on which the shareholders approve the payment of a dividend. Dividend 

income from equity securities designated as at FVTPL is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income in a 

separate line item. 

 

Foreign currencies 

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into SR at the exchange rate at the dates of the transactions. Foreign 

exchange gains and losses arising from translation are included in profit or loss. 

 

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated into SR at the exchange rate at the 

reporting date.  

 

Foreign currency differences arising on retranslation are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income as net 

foreign exchange losses. 

 

Expenses  

Expenses are measured and recognised as expenses on an accrual basis in the year in which they are incurred. 

 

Zakat and income tax 

Zakat and income tax is the obligation of the Unitholders and is not provided for in these financial statements.

4. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING JUDGMENTS, ESTIMATES AND ASSUMPTIONS 

 

The preparation of the Fund’s financial statements in conformity with the International Financial Reporting Standards 

as endorsed in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia requires the use of estimates and assumptions that affect the reported 

amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the reporting date and the reported 

amounts of revenue and expenses during the year. Estimates and judgments are continually evaluated and are based 

on historical experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable 

under the circumstances. The Fund makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting accounting 

estimates, by definition, may differ from the related actual results. 

 

Significant areas where management has used estimates, assumptions or exercised judgements are as follows: 

 

Going concern 

The Fund Board , in conjunction with the Fund Manager made an assessment of the Fund’s ability to continue as a 

going concern and are satisfied that the Fund has the resources to continue in business for the foreseeable future. 

Furthermore, they are not aware of any material uncertainties that may cast significant doubt upon the Fund’s ability 

to continue as a going concern. Therefore, the financial statements continue to be prepared on the going concern basis. 

 

Fair value measurement 

The fair value for financial instruments traded in active markets at the reporting date is based on their quoted price 

(closing price), without any deduction for transaction costs.   

 

For all other financial instruments not traded in an active market, the fair value is determined using valuation 

techniques deemed to be appropriate in the circumstances. Valuation techniques include the market approach (i.e., 

using recent arm’s length market transactions, adjusted as necessary, and reference to the current market value of 

another instrument that is substantially the same) and the income approach (i.e., discounted cash flow analysis and 

option pricing models making as much use of available and supportable market data as possible).

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11. FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT 

 

Introduction  

The Fund's objective in managing risk is the creation and protection of unitholder's value. Risk is inherent in the 

Fund's activities, but it is managed through a process of ongoing risk identification, measurement and monitoring, 

subject to risk limits and other controls. The process of risk management is critical to the Fund's continuing 

profitability. The Fund is exposed to market risk (which includes foreign currency risk, special commission rate risk 

and equity price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk arising from the financial instruments it holds. 

 

 

Risk management  

The Fund Manager is responsible for identifying and controlling risks. The Board of Directors supervises the Fund 

Manager and is ultimately responsible for the overall risk management of the Fund.  

 

Risk measurement and reporting system 

Monitoring and controlling risks is primarily set up to be performed based on limits established by the Board of 

Directors. These limits reflect the business strategy, including the risk that the Fund is willing to accept and the market 

environment of the Fund. In addition, the Fund monitors and measures the overall risk in relation to the aggregate 

risk exposure across all risks type and activities.  

 

Risk mitigation  

The Fund’s terms and conditions has investment guidelines that set out its overall business strategies, its tolerance for 

risk and its general risk management philosophy.  

 

Concentration risk  

Concentration indicates the relative sensitivity of the Fund's performance to developments affecting a particular 

industry or geographical location. Concentrations of risk arise when a number of financial instruments or contracts 

are entered into with the same counterparty, or where a number of counterparties are engaged in similar business 

activities, or activities in the same geographical region, or have similar economic features that would cause their 

ability to meet contractual obligations to be similarly affected by changes in economic, political or other conditions. 

Concentrations of liquidity risk may arise from the repayment terms of financial liabilities, sources of borrowing 

facilities or reliance on a particular market in which to realise liquid assets. Concentrations of foreign exchange risk 

may arise if the Fund has a significant net open position in a single foreign currency, or aggregate net open positions 

in several currencies that tend to move together. 

 

In order to avoid excessive concentrations of risk, the Fund's terms and conditions include specific guidelines to focus 

on maintaining a diversified portfolio. The Fund Manager manages excessive risk concentrations when they arise. 

Note 5 to the financial statements shows the Fund’s concentration of investment portfolio. 

 

Credit risk 

Credit risk is the risk that one party to a financial instrument will fail to discharge an obligation and cause the other 

party to incur a financial loss. The Fund does not have a formal internal grading mechanism. Credit risk is managed 

and controlled by monitoring credit exposures, limiting transactions with specific counterparties and continually 

assessing the creditworthiness of counterparties. Credit risks are generally managed on the basis of external credit 

ratings of the counterparties. The Fund Manager seeks to limit its credit risk by monitoring credit exposure and by 

dealing with reputed counterparties.

The management has conducted a review for allowance for impairment as required under IFRS 9 and based on such 

assessment, the management believes that there is no significant impairment allowance was required. 

 

Liquidity risk 

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Fund will encounter difficulty in releasing funds to meet commitments associated 

with financial liabilities that are settled by delivering cash or another financial assets. 

 

The Fund’s terms and conditions provide for the terms of subscriptions and redemptions of units and it is, therefore, 

exposed to the liquidity risk of meeting Unitholder redemptions. The Fund’s investments are considered to be readily 

realizable. The Fund Manager monitors the liquidity requirements on a regular basis and seeks to ensure that sufficient 

funds are available to meet any commitments as they arise. 

 

The undiscounted value of all financial liabilities of the Fund at the reporting date approximate to their carrying values 

and all are to be settled within one year from the reporting date. 

 

Market risk 

Market risk is the risk that changes in market prices - such as foreign exchange rates, special commission rates and 

equity prices will affect the Fund's income or the fair value of its holdings in financial instruments.  

 

The Fund's strategy for the management of market risk is driven by the Fund's investment objective as per Fund's 

terms and conditions. The Fund's market risk is managed on a timely basis by the Fund Manager in accordance with 

the policies and procedures in place. The Fund's market positions are monitored on a timely basis by the Fund 

Manager.  

 

Equity price risk 

Equity price risk is the risk that the fair value of financial instruments will fluctuate because of changes in market 

prices. The Fund's investments are susceptible to market price risk arising from uncertainties about future prices. The 

Fund Manager manages this risk through diversification of its investment portfolio in terms of sector concentration. 

 

Sensitivity analysis 

The table below sets out the effect on net assets attributable to Unitholders of a reasonably possible weakening / 

strengthening in the individual equity market prices of 5% at reporting date. The estimates are made on an individual 

investment basis. The analysis assumes that all other variables, in particular interest and foreign currency rates, remain 

constant.

Currency risk 

Currency risk is the risk that the value of a financial instrument will fluctuate due to a change in foreign exchange 

rates. The Fund is not subject to currency risks as all the assets and liabilities of the Fund are denominated in local 

currency. The investment risks of the fund are included in the Terms and Conditions detailed on the website of the 

Fund Manager at www.sabinvest.com. The Terms and Conditions do not form part of the financial statements. The 

Fund’s currency risk is managed on a timely basis by the Fund Manager in accordance with the policies and 

procedures in place. 

 

Special commission rate risk 

The Fund has no special commission rate bearing financial assets or liabilities; therefore, the Fund Manager believes 

the Fund is not exposed to any direct special commission rate risk.

13. ZAKAT 

 

The Ministry of Finance, through Ministerial Resolution No. (29791) dated 9 Jumada-al-Awwal 1444 H (which 

corresponds to December 3, 2022), has approved the Zakat Rules for Investment Funds that are permitted by the 

CMA. These rules take effect from January 1, 2023, and require Investment Funds to register with the Zakat, Tax, 

and Customs Authority (ZATCA). The Rules also mandate Investment Funds to submit a zakat information 

declaration to ZATCA within 120 days after the end of their fiscal year, which should include audited financial 

statements, records of related party transactions, and any other data requested by ZATCA. According to the Rules, 

Investment Funds are not subject to Zakat if they do not engage in unstipulated economic or investment activities as 

per their CMA-approved Terms and Conditions. The Zakat collection will be applied to the Fund's Unitholders. 

During the current year, the Fund Manager has completed the registration of the Fund with ZATCA and will be 

submitting the zakat information declaration as required.
